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We have, as yet, had few inputs to the Agro-Food enterprise theme. However, a study of these with the documents posted on the webpage and a number of the inputs to the Food Security Theme identifies two major

opportunities:
Increasing food availability and therby nutrition by eliminating post harvest losses 

This is far and away the most addressed issue and indicates the fact that there is much integration between the themes. There seems to a feeling that, for fruit and vegetables, this type of technology needs adaption and transfer, depending on the environment and the product.
Establishing food processing enterprises to sell processed food products to the growing urban population 

This has been raised in the Food Security Forum although it also belongs in the Urbanisation forum and is of course a Agro-Food enterprise issue. To date the opportunity is identified from the conceptual point of view as well as processors and consumers perceptions.
Additionally a number of questions were asked which deserve response

Are we reaching everyone we should

Is appropriate processing equipment available

Do we remember the role of processing in the farmer managing her own

nutrition 

What role do we and government play in getting change
